Clothing:

1 pr long pants

2 pr underwear

2 pr socks

2 t-shirts

1 sweater/sweatshirt

1 pr night wear ( pj’s)

Wear a heavier coat to camp and pack a lighter one or rain coat-it could get cold at night.

Pack a pair of inside shoes/ slippers as any shoes worn outdoors comes off in the mud room on the entrance to the barracks.  If it’s been raining, bring rubber boots.

If it looks like rain, bring rain gear or be prepared and bring it anyway.

Hygiene/Wash Kit:

Wash cloth, towel, soap

Toothbrush/ toothpaste

Hairbrush/comb

Liquids/soap can be put in a ziplock bag before packing to prevent leaks.

All medications need to be given to a leader with complete instructions for when and how much.

Sleeping requirements:

Sleeping bag

Pillow

Sleeping buddy ( stuffed animal- not too big )

Small flashlight with name on in tape

NO ELECTRONIC GAMES/ RADIOS ALLOWED.

As much as possible, label everything with your son’s name.
